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Course Description
Students will understand the development of the world community within the context of history by examining the past. This curriculum provides a search into the past starting with primitive humans and moving through ancient civilizations, the Middle Ages, and the Renaissance.  Students will be introduced to cultures, traditions, geography, political makeup, and economics.  The location of continents, countries, and physical land forms, as well as evolving political boundaries will be studied within the context of each civilization studied.

· Students will develop higher levels of critical thinking by considering why civilizations developed, where and when they did, and why they declined.

· Students will analyze the interactions among the various cultures, emphasizing their enduring contributions and the link between the contemporary and ancient worlds.
